Cobscook Bay in Pembroke, located about 1.5 miles west of Eastport, is an indentation of the Maine coast’s north-
eastern end. The bay is used by fi shing and recreational boats.

Corps’ work in Cobscook Bay, completed in 1866; involved removing rocks from an area between Mahar Point at 
Leighton Neck and the western end of Falls Island. The rocks had obstructed navigation in the channel leading to 
Denny’s Bay.
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
