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Richmond Island Harbor Navigation Project 
Richmond Island Harbor in Cape Elizabeth is located about 6.5 miles southwest of Portland Harbor. Richmond Is-
land Harbor is used extensively as an anchorage by recreational craft.

The project, completed in 1881, consists of a 2,000-foot-long stone breakwater connecting Richmond Island with the 
mainland. The breakwater provides refuge for commercial schooners in either Richmond Island Harbor to the west of 
the breakwater or Seal Cove to the east, depending on the direction of the storm.
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
