However, in the event clarifications
and/or negotiations are needed, those falling in the competitive range will be contacted. Such
contact will be by letter, which will outline the weakness and request a response, a presentation
or negotiations as needed. Following clarifications or negotiations, a best and final offer will be
requested. After clarifications or negotiations and after receipt of the best and final offer, those
proposals within the competitive range will be evaluated again, price subjectively evaluated, and
afinal ranking computed. An award may then be made to the highest ranked firm asis otherwise
in the best interest of the government.

Subject to the provisions contained herein, award shall be made to asingle offeror. Offerors
must include unit prices for each item listed in order that offerors may be properly evaluated.
Failure to comply shall be cause for rejection of the entire offer. Offers shall be evaluated on
the basis of the estimated quantities shown. Discussions may be held with those offers
determined to be in the competitive range, and award shall be made to the responsible offeror
whose total aggregate offer is determined to be in the best interest of the government.

52.217-5 EVALUATION OF OPTIONS (JUL 1990)

(a) Except when it is determined in accordance with FAR 17.206(b) not to be in the Government's best interests, the
Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all optionsto the total price for the
basic requirement. Evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

(b) The Government may reject an offer as nonresponsive if it is materially unbalanced as to pricesfor the basic
requirement and the option quantities. An offer isunbalanced when it is based on prices significantly less than cost
for some work and prices which are significantly overstated for other work.
