Site Conditions: Site is a 15-acre wooded lot with white pine as dominant overstory species.  Approx. 1/3 of the area is cleared and disturbed as part of a former sand/gravel mining operation.  An existing detention basin was constructed in 1994 and serves an adjacent commercial development.  
Rationale used to determine NJD: Detention basin is an artificial pond constructed on dry land for purpose of retaining stormwater and functions as a settling basin.  It is fenced and maintained as such.  Other wetlands are over 500 feet from nearest surface tributary system and are thus isolated intrastate wetlands with no nexus to interstate commerce.
