sand placed over the pipe - pipe lifted to ensure approx. 3" ends up under the pipe, place an additional 12" of sand over the pipe, place
marking tape over the pipe.
Backfill the trench with approx.12" of onsite material and compact.
Loam and seed the footprint from excavation.

Requested silt controls improved at the Maiden Stream Crossing. - REMAINS OPEN.
